WIPER ‘TRANSMISSION ASSEMBLY

Removal and Installation (Fig. 57)

1. Make sure wiper motor is in Park position.

2. Disconnect battery ground cable.

3. Open hood and remove rubber plug from front of
wiper door actuator then insert a screw driver,
pushing internal piston rearward to actuate wiper
door open.’

4. transmission, On articulated left-hand arm assem-
blies, remove. carburetor. type clip retaining pinned
arm to blade arm,

5, Remove plenum chamber air intake grille, or screen,
if so equipped.

6. Loosen nuts retaining drive rod ball stud to crank
arm and detach drive rod from crank arm.

7. Remove transmission retaining screws, or nuts,
then lower and drive rod assemblies into plenum
chamber.

8. Remove transmission and linkage from plenum
chamber through cowl opening.

9. To install, reverse removal procedure. Make sure
wiper blade assemblies are installed in the Park
position (+ 3/8" from stop of reveal moulding.

WIPER MOTOR ASSEMBLY

Removal
1. Make sure that the wiper motor is in the park
position.

2. Disconnect washer hoses‘and electrical connectors
from the wiper motor assembly.

3, Remove the plenum chamber grille.

4. Remove the nut which retains the crank arm to the
motor assembly.

5. It is necessary to remove the ignition shield and dis-
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tributor cap to gain access to the motor retaining
screw assemblies or nuts.

NOTE: Remove left bank secondary leads from
the cap and mark both cap and leads for aid in
reinstallation.

6. Remove the three motor retaining screw assemblies

or nuts and remove the motor.
Installation

1. Check sealing gaskets at motor and retaining screws.
Replace if necessary.

2. Make sure that the wiper motor is in the park posi-
tion prior to installation.

3. Reverse ‘‘Removal’”’ Steps 2-6.

DEPRESSED PARK 2-SPEED WIPER

Corvette Only

The Type “C? two speed electric wiper assembly
(fig. 58) incorporates a depressed park type motor (blades
park against step on windshield lower molding when the
motor is turned off) and gear train., The wiper has a
compound wound 12 volt motor and a gear box section
containing the gear mechanism and relay control. The
motor armature is fitted with a worm gear which drives
the main gear assembly and crank arm.

The relay control, consisting of a relay coil, relay
armature and switch assembly, is located in the gear box
section and controls the starting and stopping of the
wiper through a latching mechanism (fig. 59).

An electric washer pump is mounted on the gear box
section of the wiper and is driven by the wiper unit gear
assembly (fig. 59)

The overhaul procedures for the wiper are broken
down into three major areas: The motor section, gear
